This study describes students' perceptions of using Instagram as an additional medium to improve their vocabulary. The aim is to find out how better vocabulary production is by using the Instagram account @jagobahasa. The background of this study highlights the importance of English in daily life and the role of information and communication technology in language learning, especially through the use of Instagram and @Jagobahasa. @Jagobahasa can help in various skills including in improving vocabulary, this study uses a qualitative approach, which involves data collection through questionnaires and interviews. The study population included students from various semesters at Serambi Mekkah University Banda Aceh, with a sample of 50 students from the English language education program. The results showed that overal from 98% from the questionnaire most students follow and use @Jagobahasa as a tool to improve vocabulary and the similarity of the results of the interview is the same and positife. Conclusion the majority of students follow @Jagobahasa account as an medium that is easy and helpful in improving vocabulary.

INTRODUCTION


1.1 The Background of Study
Vocabulary is all the words in a language, the wealth of words a speaker or writer has, and the words used in a field of science. According to Soedjito in Hilaliyah (2018). The specific words used by individuals in constructing sentences determine their vocabulary, directly influencing to articulate the spoken word clearly. 
English is one of the languages that is difficult to understand and learn, especially in Indonesia. Indonesian students lack skills in the field of English because of the lack of vocabulary they have. However, the ability to communicate in English is still limited because English is not a commonly used language in Indonesia. 
Various types of technology are used to get knowledge and information in the field of education in the era of globalization which is increasingly advanced along with the developments in science and technology. There is some information that can be obtained to add insight or ability in learning vocabulary, one of which is the Instagram account @Jagobahasa. Indonesia is among the nations with poor English competence, particularly among students, suggests Crystal, D. (2003). Students in Indonesia struggle with memorization, lack exposure to new vocabulary, practice speaking foreign languages, and have little access to tools for acquiring a wide variety of vocabulary. They grow disinterested and believe that learning English is one of the most challenging and tedious languages. Naturally, vocabulary is where we begin when trying to improve our communication because it is the foundation of speaking English. Given that English is the most widely spoken and understood language in the world today a result of globalization its significance cannot be understated (Nishanthi, 2020).  According to Tajeddin et al. (2020), English has long been the most often used foreign language in institutional curricula and foreign language teaching and learning systems.
Education and knowledge can now be acquired through more than only formal and informal means. Instagram is one of the many social media platforms that many people use to obtain knowledge. according to peterson et.al (2018). We need to become proficient in speaking, vocabulary, grammar, reading, writing, listening, and speaking in English, among other many other areas and abilities. Out of all the components and skills listed above, we will concentrate on the vocabulary the difficult to master vocabulary skills of all of the components.  The ability to comprehend what is heard, read, written, and spoken by others is facilitated by having a strong vocabulary. Learning new words necessitates "deep experience or active interaction with the vocabulary being learned," according to J. Harmer (1991). Students can accomplish this by studying terminology they find useful or enjoyable. As a result, it is crucial to employ instructional strategies and media that can foster a learning environment where students can engage with the vocabulary or concepts they are studying thoroughly (immersion). Tarigan (1993: 109) states that a person's language skills depend on the quantity and quality of his/her vocabulary.
 Because many students find it difficult to express a sentence or when speaking they are constrained in vocabulary, it is necessary to increase learning efforts to improve daily vocabulary by memorizing a lot of basic vocabulary. Therefore, many students can’t speaking English because of their lack of vocabulary.
There are several media that can be made a reference as a learning media to increase vocabulary in English, many accounts dedicated to education and personal development follow such accounts can provide content that focuses on increasing vocabulary and literacy, one of which is by using Instagram media one of which is by using Instagram media. Instagrams is one of the media applications for sharing photos, videos and others that can be accessed to add vocabulary through accounts on Instagram, one of which is the @jagobahasa account. Instagram is a social media platform that focuses on sharing photos and videos. Therefore, many students can’t speaking English because of their lack of vocabulary
Launched in 2010, Instagram has become one of the most popular apps in the world, with over a billion monthly active users, there are various features on Instagram ranging from stories, IG shopping, content creators, reels and more.  Users can also create their own videos and users can customize the filters that users want on the Instagram app. The reason is to find out how vocabulary production is improved by using the Instagram account @jagobahasa based on the results of the pre-test, and post-test, and to analyze the students' perceptions of the @jagobahasa Instagram account in supporting them in improving their vocabulary based on Gibson et al. (2019) theory. His research is to be carried out to answer all the problems being studied that following the @Jagobahasa Instagram account is very effective in supporting student learning in acquiring vocabulary.
     Additionally, 80% of the students followed various Instagram accounts that provided English education, according to Agustin and Ayu (2021).  Additionally, 95% of the students said that Instagram is helpful for expanding their vocabulary in English and honing their listening comprehension. Since students' vocabulary increased dramatically, Instagrams seems to be a useful teaching tool for vocabulary development. Some previous studies have excamined the improvement of  English vocabulary by using Instagrams apps so that it can help in this study. 
Based on previous study by Lausiry et al. (2023 ) entitled Student’ Perception of Using the Instagram Account @jagobahasacom in Improving Student English Vocabulary at SMEA Muhammadiyah 1 Yogyakarta. It was found that using the Instagram account @jagobahasa can improve their daily vocabulary. However, there are no specific study findings on student perceptions of Instagram media development tools in improving vocabulary ability. His research was conducted to find out how effective the use of @Jagobahasa account is in improving students'.
Based on previuos second study by Hanum et al. (2023) entitled the Effectiveness of Jagobahasa’s video on Instagram towards Student’s Vocabulary Acquisition at the second grade Students of  MAN 1 JEMBER. It was found choose a longer duration video type, can improving the comprehensiveness of the video making it easier for students accsess and retain vocabulary in utilizing video language champion as a learning tool.
Therefore, this study is conducted to find out the students’ perception on @Jagobahasa account followers about the impact of the vocabulary.
Based on this explanation, it can be seen that @Jagobahasa account users can improve students' vocabulary skills, but this research has not examined the extent of their university on @ Jagobahasa account, so the researcher felt this research needed to be carried out and determined to analyze students' perception with @Jagobahasa account as a medium that can improve vocabulary skills.   

1.2 The Problem of the Study 
Based on the background povided, the problems that can be formulated are
1 To what extent do students perceive @jagobahasa account as a tool to enhancing vocabulary? 

1.3 The Aim of the Study

1. To find out how English students' opinions on the use of @jagobahasa Instagrams account in improving English vocabulary.

1.5 The Scope of the Study

The main objective of this research is to measure the level of familiarity, the frequency of use, and students' perception of @Jagobahasa account in improving English vocabulary.

Instagrams is a digital-based application that can helpful in improve English vocabulary. @jagobahasa is a platform specifically designed to improve English language skills independently using the concept of SLD (self-directed learning).

LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Definition of Instagrams
1. Vocabulary
        According to saleh (2000)  vocabulary is aword or group of words that have a certain meaning and all words used by a person used in communication activities.

According to Kaplan (20014:26), Instagram is a collection of web-based tools and applications that facilitate user-generated content production and exchange. Out of the overall population, 84.8% of Indonesians use Instagram. Instagram usage as a teaching tool can be one of the options; this is especially true when it comes to expanding students' vocabulary, as mastery of vocabulary is the primary requirement for students. The development of kids' vocabulary can have a big impact on their writing and reading abilities. Consequently, educators require an efficient method to maximize the caliber of pupils' vocabulary (Blair & Seraford, 2014). Instagram has the potential to enhance. Rhodes (2022) believes that Instagram is a social media application that allows users to take photos and videos, apply digital filters (giving effects to photos) and share them on various social media, including Instagram itself.

@Jagobahasa is one of the digital-based media plat forms that is used as a guide for learning,especially in enriching vocabulary and so on. The vocabulary taught @Jagobahasa in english is relevant to the daily life we use which can increase the effectiveness of vocabulary.
	Meanwhile, according to Budiargo, quoted by Wahyono et al., (2020), instagram is a medium that makes sharing easy online by photos, videos and also social networking services which users can use to retrieve and share to their friends. Burbn, Inc. is a technology startup that was founded in 2010 and is solely focused on creating mobile applications. Burbn, Inc. first concentrated too much on mobile HTML5, but its two CEOs, Kevin Systrom and Mike Krieger, made the decision to concentrate on only one area. After a week of trying to come up with a good idea, they eventually created a prototype of Burbn, however it still had a few flaws. The final iteration of Burbn, a smartphone application, has an excessive number of functions. It was difficult for Kevin Systrom and Mike Krieger to reduce the existing features and start again from the beginning, but in the end they only focused on the photos, comments, and also the ability to like a photo. That's what Instagram ultimately became (Quinn et al., 2021).
       Instagram social media has five main menus, all of which are located at the bottom, the five main menus are first, the home page. The home page is the main page that displays the latest photos from fellow users who have been followed. Second, comments. With the comments column, photos or videos on Instagram can be commented on. Third, explore is a display of popular photos that are most liked by Instagram users. Fourth, profile. On the profile page, users can clearly find out information about Instagram users, both personal profiles and other people's. Fifth, news feed. This news feed feature displays notifications about various activities carried out by Instagram users.

2.2 Instagram Social Media
Pulido et al. (2020) claim that social media is information democracy, transforming users from content consumers into content creators. According to Rhodes (2022), Instagram is a social media platform that lets users snap pictures and videos, add effects to them using digital filters, and share those posts on other social media platforms in addition to Instagram. 

2.3 Vocabulary
The foundation of language is vocabulary, which enables one to communicate coherently in English and express feelings to others. Vocabulary is the riches of language owned by a language owned by (contained in) a language, claims Nurgiantoro (2016, p. 338). Knowledge of vocabulary is a crucial element. It may even be referred to as the secret to learning a foreign language because a person's vocabulary richness dictates the caliber of their language proficiency. The quality of a person's language abilities is also determined by their vocabulary. According to Hasanah (2016), vocabulary is a crucial component of language. a crucial component of language since without vocabulary, it is impossible for others to understand what one is saying. Hilaliyah (2018) defines vocabulary as all of a language's words, the abundance of words that a writer or speaker possesses, and words that are utilized in a certain field of study.
 The theory of vocabulary involves a variety of approach to the way words are shaped, utilized, and understand in language. Here are some important aspects:
Semantic: It deals with the meaning of words. In Semantics, vocabulary is divided into categories, such as synonym (words that have the same meaning), anthonym (words that have opposite meanings), and homonym (words that sound the same but have different meanings).
Morphology: This is the study of the structure of words. Vocabulary can consist of morphemes (the smallest unit of meaning), which can be roots, prefixes, and suffixes. An understanding of the morphology allows us to comprehend the way words are formed and changed.
Pragmatics: This covers how context affects word usage. The meaning of a word can change depending on the situation or context in which it is used.
Vocabulary Acquisition: The process by which individuals learn and internalize new vocabulary, which can occur through formal learning, social interaction, or everyday experiences.
Cognitive Theory: Explores how the human mind processes vocabulary, including how we organize and remember words.
Breadth of Vocabulary knowledge this dimension refers to the number of words know by a person.

CHAPTER III
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY


3.1 The Research Design
The design of this study was a descriptive qualitative research which aims to explains empirical phenomena accompanied by statistical data, characteristics and patterns of relationships between variables.  According to Sugiyono (2018: 213). Qualitative research methods are founded on the philosophy used to research on scientific settings (experiments) where the researcher is an instrument. The goal of descriptive qualitative research methodology is to examine and characterize events or study subjects by means of social interactions, individual or group perspectives, and attitudes. According to Moleong (2005: 4), a qualitative descriptive approach is a research approach in which the data collected are in the form of words, pictures and not numbers. These data can be obtained from interviews, field notes, photos, videos and  personal documentation.
In particular, this research will assess students' familiarity with following the @Jagobahasa account as a tool for improving their vocabulary by utilizing qualitative data gathered through questionnaires. In order to further deepen students' experience and perceptions, qualitative data will also be collected through interviews.

3.2 The Population and Sample
      3.2.1 Population of the Research
In research, population refers to the entire group of individuals or elements that a study aims to investigate. It includes all members that fit the criteria specified by the research objectives. Accurately defining the population is essential for ensuring that the findings are relevant and can be generalized to the larger group. The population in this study were the students of the English Study Program at Universitas Serambi Mekkah Banda Aceh. The students three semester,fifth semester and eight semesters student English Department.


3.2.2 Sample of the Research
 The respondents in this study will be every English student Universities in Banda Aceh. The Universities In Banda Aceh are Serambi Mekkah University. The researcher wanted to know more about students’ opinions of the @Jagobahasa account  that could improve speaking skills. The total sample was 50 sample for the questionnaire. It was classed by 16 students in the three semester, 24 students in the fifth semester, and 10 students in the seventh semester. Anattempt to obtain a sample by  distributing questionnaires and selecting respondents for voluntary interviwes.

3.3 The Research Instrument
 In this study, researchers used an instrument in the form of a questionaire and Interview, questionaire by answering the questions given, as well as measuring the frequency of the extent of understanding and vocabulary they get in the videos posted and picture on the @jagobahasa account. In addition, the researcher also recorded additional information from the interviews using field notes. Interview to obtain in depth data on the views, experiences, and perception of individuals. The research started with giving the participants a questionnaire to fill out and then interviewed the participants to collect accurate data. This questionnaire was made uses sheets of answer paper English department students in the students 2021,2022  and 2023.
 The researcher used unstructured interview. An unstructured interview is a research process in which the interview questions do not have structured answers, but rather unrestricted answers. This interview comprised ten question and was conducted face-to-face or through the phone. The researcher records each participant's response to each question. To preserve the research authenticity, participants' answers are not guided or modified.
There are four possible scores: agree (3), disagree (2), strongly disagree (1), and strongly agree (4). (1). twenty questions in the questionnaire, which was used to address one research issue.

3.4  Data Analysis
The research employed the following percentage formula to analyze the data collected through the questionnaire that study participants completed:

During the interview, the researcher used the descriptive statistics of the researcher analyzing the data, interview then recording the interview before describing the data that had been collected. The recording was then transcribed by the researcher, in the final stage the researcher selected responses from participants that were relevant to the topic and then analyzed.
  
























CHAPTER IV
RESEARCH FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION


In this chapter, the researcher presents the research findings and discussion. After collecting information from third, fifth and seventh semester English students, the researcher found students' perceptions of the @jagobahasa account as a tool for enhancing vocabulary.

4.1 Research Findings 
Data were obtained through questionnaires and interviews. Students of English Department in the third, fifth and seventh semesters. There were 20 questions in the survey relating to the @Jagobahasa account and improving vocabulary. To get a better understanding of participants' opinions and experience, a questionnaire was administered in addition to the interviews. Ten interview questions were used to obtain detailed responses from the participants. Students answered the interview questions and completed the questionnaire based on their perception and experience. The data collected showed mixed results regarding the perception of @Jagobahasa account as a tool to improve vocabulary. Therefore, the following is the explanation: Explanation of the perception of @Jagobahasa account in improving vocabulary. 
The researcher used questionnaires and interviews to check comprehensive data. Questionnaires provided data to answer questions and support the perception of the following @Jagobahasa account by students, while interviews allowed for in-depth qualitative insights into their perceptions and personal opinions. The utilization of qualitative method techniques provided a deeper understanding of the research subject.

Based on the table shows that the respondent perception of the ease of enhancing English vocabularies from @Jagobahas account in an academic context, 76% of students agree that @Jagobahasa account can make them understand new vocabularies in English and 20% of respondent strongly agree that a lot of students feel that following @Jagobahasa can they understand new vocabularies. In comparison, 88% of respondents agreed 10% of the respondents strongly agreed that following @Jagobahasa increased their vocabularies after following @Jagobahasa. Strong agreement is also shown in the effectiveness of @Jagobahasa with 70% of the respondent agree and 26% of the respondent strongly agree that @Jagobahsa is effective in improving vocabulary. While 66% of respondent agree and 32% strongly agree that @Jagobahasa provide clear and easily comprehensible definition for new vocabularies.
   Moreover, 56% of respondents agreed and 38% of them strongly agreed that @Jagobahasa can introduce phrases and idioms that are not found elsewhere. Furthermore, 50% of respondents agreed and 44% strongly agreed that the definitions provided by @Jagobahasa are easy to understand for new English words, however, 60% of respondents agreed and 32% of respondents strongly agreed that @Jagobahasa has a practical way to remember English vocabulary, while 58% of respondents agreed and 38% of respondents strongly agreed that remembering newly found vocabulary is easier through social media such as @Jagobahasa account. The last statement shows that 54% of respondents agree and 40% of them strongly agree. Overall, the data shows positive results.

This chart table shows that the majority of the students are following @Jagobahasa, as many as 96% of students follow the account which shows a high level of awareness. In addition, 98% of students feel that their vocabulary development has increased after following @Jagobahasa. The level of 96% is effective in enhancing vocabulary, as many as 98% of students easily understand the definition of @Jagobahasa. As for 94% of students recognize a lot of idioms and phrases, 94% of students find @Jagobahasa easy with clear definitions, 60% of students remember the vocabulary from @Jagobahasa provided practically. The level of ease obtained by students is 96% in memorizing vocabulary. Lastly, students feel that @Jagobahasa is very helpful, and support in developing good vocabulary skills.



The results of student perceptions of the @Jagobahasa account are supported by the results of the interview
For the first interview question about the perception of following the @Jagobahasa account and relevantly using @Jagobahasa reveals that most students know @Jagobahasa from other social media and then follow it because of its ability to answer various questions in obtaining extensive and accurate information.

 For the second question, about when they interact especially in vocabulary improvement. Some students said that they use @Jagobahasa quite often and every day in vocabulary improvement activities.

Can be concluded that some students know @Jagobahasa from other media and then follow the account because of its ability to answer various questions in obtaining clear and accurate information. The frequency of some students often interact with @Jagobahasa, most students even every day. Students find significant convenience and feel helped by the existence of @Jagobahasa  to improvr vocabulary

According to the table, 68% agreed and 30% strongly agreed that @Jagobahasa motivates and helps them to learn more vocabulary, and 50% of respondents agreed and 44% strongly agreed that the videos and pictures uploaded by @Jagobahasa make learning English vocabulary fun.  However, there is a similarity that 48% of the respondent agree and 48% of the respondents strongly agree that the contents and educations offered by @Jagobahasa are interesting and fun.  In terms of retention, 56% of respondent agreed and 38% of respondent strongly agreed that the examples of word usage in sentences helped strengthen vocabulary understanding. As for 56% of responden agree and 40% of respondents strongly agreed that the @Jagobahasa account provided clear information that was easy to understand about the use of English vocabulary, but there were 68% of responden agree and 26% of responden strongly agree that respondent often remember the vocabularies taught by @Jagobahasa in everyday situations. Then 62% of responden agree and 26% of responden strongly agree that they were confident applying the vocabularies learned from @Jagobahasa in daily conversations, and 62% of responden agree and 36% of responden strongly agree   students feel @Jagobahasa is very relevant to students' needs in learning. Lastly 32% of responden agree and 62% of responden strongly agree that they could understand the context in which the vocabulary was used.
Based on interview and explanation, this result is supported by the questionnaire which shows the percentage based on the table above with a positive percentage.

Based on the graphic above, it is clear that @Jagobahasa has a positive effect on students' learning motivation. The majority of students agree that @Jagobahasa as a motivation to learn, this graphic shows the highest percentage agreeme nt report of 98%. The second position, learning with fun 94% of students agreed. The authors' advice takes the second position with students believing that @Jagobahasa provides advices as learning motivation. The graph shows that 96% of students agree in addition 94% of students agree feel @Jagobahasa can help strengthen understanding in sentences, in addition 96% of students agree that @Jagobahasa the information acquired is clear and easy to comprehend in the users, however 88% agree that @Jagobahasa frequently recall the vocabulary taught in daily situations, lastly 98%  agree that @Jagobahasa content is often relevant English learning needs.


The results of @Jagobahasa as motivation to learn daily vocabulary are supported by the results of the interview.

4.2 Discussion
The topic of this study is how students from various semesters perceive the use of @Jagobahasa in improving vocabulary skills. This study examines the general perception, following and overall impact of the @Jagobahasa account on its effectiveness in improving students' vocabulary. The findings are based on the results of interviews and questionnaires conducted with students from various semesters with different academic backgrounds.
Most students are familiar with @Jagobahasa and it is clear from the findings that their perceptions of following the @Jagobahasa account are very influential and agree and also the results from the interviews show that most students often interact with @Jagobahasa for academic purposes. The results of this study are similar to previous research conducted by Lausiry et al (2023, where the researchers found positive results that students use the @jagobahasa Instagram account as the main learning resource in supporting their vocabulary skills because Instagram can be used as an enhanced learning experience. As shown in the table, students agree that following the @Jagobahasa account as a learning tool can improve their vocabulary.
The research findings of this study using questionnaires and interview where the questionnaire as a tool in answering questions from the findings of this study as well as interviews to answer all questions related to the findings of this thesis provide a favorable response.
The interview results show the positives of fpllowing the language champion account which is used as an alternative learning media that support increasing vocabulary. On the whole the respondents answer show satisfactory result.




CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION


5.1   Conclusion
Based on the results of data analysis and discussion, the researcher obtained the following conclusions:
1. The majority of students follow @Jagobahasa account as an effective medium that is easy and helpful in improving vocabulary. Students following the @Jagobahasa account also recognize from other media. Students stated that they were greatly helped easily and effectively in acquiring and improving their vocabulary thanks to @Jagobahasa. Meanwhile, from the results of the interview research, it is known that students often interact with @Jagobahasa in academic purposes.
2. The results of the questionnaire stated that students felt very helpful in increasing vocabulary with @Jagobahasa, they can find new words and can understand the context contained in the @Jagobahasa account
3. The research results obtained by @Jagobahasa is a very effective tool to increase their vocabulary in daily activities so that they can be more confident in applying the new words obtained from @Jagobahasa.

5.2 Suggestion
Based on the research results and conclusions previously described, the researcher provides several suggestions, including the following:
1. The results of this study can provide more information for further research.
2. Although @Jagobahasa is a powerful tool, it is important to educate their students about its limitations. They should be encouraged to use it as an additional tool. 
3. @Jagobahasa's recommendations should be complemented with critical thinkingFor students, this account is highly recommended to help students learn English easy.
